As we enter the summer, every church is 
extra busy with VBS, mission trips, camps, and local mission projects, all added to an 
already busy schedule.  If we are not careful, we can easily be overcome by the vol-
ume of activity to the point that we forget why we are doing the activities in the first 
place.  Remember, our efforts are not about the program, but about sharing the love 
and message of Christ with people.  Let us pray for one another as we minister to 
people. 

Praise the Lord for the work on the Lincoln University campus.  David Phelps, Baptist 
Collegiate Minister, was recognized by the “Daughters of the King” Christian service 
organization at Lincoln.  At their annual awards ceremony, they presented David 
with “The Crown of Glory/ Soul Winners Crown” award for witnessing and salva-
tion.  Sally Brown and her husband, Jamere, who lead this group, have been faithful 
partners with the BCM ministry.  While humbled by the award, David said he gives 
the praise to God and wants to thank the association for their support of this minis-
try. 

The association recently received a thank you and recognition from the city of San 
Vicente, El Salvador, for our help constructing homes in the community following the 
landslide and flood that destroyed more than 1,000 homes and killed over 500 peo-
ple last November.  The recognition came at the dedication of the home of police 
officer, Jose Enoc.  This was the first house completed for the families of 23 police 
officers who lost their homes.  These building projects have opened the door for 
many people in the community to hear and respond to the gospel.  Pray for Roy  
Barnard, pastor of Salem Baptist, as he leads a team on June 4 to begin construction 
of the second police home. 

As we minister this summer, remember Paul’s words, “If I speak in the tongues of 
men and of angels, but have not love, I am only a resounding gong or a clanging  
cymbal.  If I have the gift of prophecy and can fathom all mysteries and all knowl-
edge, and if I have a faith that can move mountains, but have not love, I am nothing.

In January, 2010, Dr. Calvin Brown led a team of volunteers from our association to build a home for a family 
in San Vicente El Salvador who had lost everything from the flooding of Hurricane Ida.  While there the team 
met a police officer named Jose Enoc.  He showed Bro. Calvin where his house had been and how they were 
able to get out of the house to safety.  Thursday, May 20, four months after they lost everything, Jose’s fam-
ily received the key to a new house, courtesy of First Baptist Church, San Vicente; the Baptist Association of El 
Salvador; and Missouri Baptist Convention Partnership Ministries. 
 
Salem Baptist Church is sending a group of volunteers with Pastor Roy Barnard, to build another one of these 
homes.  You, too, can be part of the “Mi Casa Es Su Casa” project sponsored by Missouri Baptist Partnerships.  
We have 2 homes to build at La Primavera housing area.  Pastor David Ayala and the members of First Baptist 
Church of San Vicente are ministering to many families and their children there.  You can help by sponsoring 
the construction cost of one of these homes or going with a team to participate in the building process.

 Spring semester, 2010 ended in early May.  Highlights of this year are very encouraging:
